Forms and Functions Program distributed by Ballard & Tighe
Publishers, this is definitely not a translation of the English program. The grammatical matrix is
very different in Spanish although the functional matrix remains the same.

As you will see, the Verb clock illustration or “verb wheel” is another example of the program
that illustrates the complexity of the Spanish verb system and systematically shows its
development over time.

Overall, these materials are an excellent tool for teachers and can guide their instruction of native
Spanish speakers as well as second language learners of Spanish. The charts apply to all levels of
language proficiency and are designed for Spanish Dual-Immersion or Two-Way Immersion
programs as well as Spanish foreign language classrooms.
